Travelling Directions for Pembury Baptist Church (also known locally as Pembury Free Church):

Travelling from Tunbridge Wells proceed on the A264 to Pembury village and turn left towards
Maidstone at the village green and continue for about half a mile ignoring three residential roads
to the right and turn right into Romford Road; the church is situated immediately on your left.

Travelling South on the A21 turn left off the roundabout signposted Pembury Hospital; continue
to the cross roads (traffic lights) and straight over and on to Pembury village: turn left towards
Maidstone at the village green and continue for about half a mile ignoring three residential roads
to the right and turn right into Romford Road; the church is situated immediately on your left.

If approaching from Maidstone, take the A228 (via East Peckham and Beltring) follow the
Tunbridge Wells and Pembury signs; shortly after reaching the top of Colts Hill turn sharp left to
Pembury village and in just under half a mile you will come to complex junction on your left;
ignore this, slow down and continue for about 100 yards and turn left into Romford Road; the
church is immediately on your left. Note that the turn into Romford Road is concealed by the
bend in the road.
